Financial • Expected family contribution (EFC) of less than $15,000 (from the Free Application for
Circumstances Federal Student Aid - FAFSA); OR

• Adjusted gross family income of $1 00,000 or less (from line 85 of the FAFSA Student Aid
Report - SAR).

• Unmet financial need of at least $5,000 at the college the student plans to attend (student
may not know this at the time of application)

Note that all applicants must submit a copy of pages one and two of the parent(s)' or
guardian(s)' most recent IRS form 1040 and a copy of the SAR.

Mentoring • Engaged in a meaningful, sustained mentoring program or ongoing relationship with an adult
Relationship role model.

• A mentoring relationship may include a formal mentoring program, an after-school program,
or a trusting relationship with an adult who is a teacher, coach, employer, pastor or clergy
member, or other non-family member whom the student depends on for advice or counsel.

Academic • Current senior at an accredited high school.
Standing • Accepted to and plan to attend a competitive private four-year college or university in

Massachusetts beginning in fall 2020.
